PHILIP CZACHOWSKI MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP

SCHOLARSHIP DESCRIPTION

The Philip Czachowski Memorial Scholarship was established in 1998, by his family. Philip would have been a
member of the Pleasant Valley Class of 1997-98, had he not died from cancer at the age of 5.

AMOUNT OF SCHOLARSHIP

The scholarship is for the amount of $2,000, to be granted over a four-year period, in the amount of $500.00 per
year. Enrollment in a two-year community college is acceptable. Recipients attending a two year college are limited
to $1,000.00, to be granted in the amount of $500.00 per year. The initial $500.00 will be sent to the college of the
recipient’s choice when the following conditions are met:

1. The Pleasant Valley Foundation, 525 Belmont Rd. Bettendorf, 1A 52722, has been officially notified
that the student has enrolled on a full-time basis (minimum of twelve semester hours). The complete
address of the college receiving the funds must be provided.

2. To receive the following year’s money, the recipient must provide to the Pleasant Valley Education
Foundation, and to the Czachowski Family at 4343 Tahoe Court, Bettendorf, lowa 52722, a short
narrative that summarizes future plans, activities participated in at college and how the previous year
went, with a record of grades. To retain eligibility for the scholarship, the recipient will maintain a
minimum cumulative GPA of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale.

GUIDELINES FOR AWARDING SCHOLARSHIP

1. The recipient must be a graduating senior at Pleasant Valley Community High School.

2. The recipient must have maintained a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.5 after seven semesters of high
school.

3. The scholarship will be awarded to a student who has demonstrated the desire to achieve his or her full
potential, and has shown involvement in community, church and school activities.

APPLIATION AND SELECTION

Students interested in applying for this scholarship will obtain an application form in the high school guidance
office. At the end of the application deadline, members from the Czachowski family will determine semi-finalists.
The semi-finalists will be interviewed by a team consisting of representatives from Pleasant Valley High School and
the Czachowski family.
